We have investigated 16 prohibited discharges all under 500 gallons to the MS4
by responding to complaints though the City's hotline. All field personnel
including those in parks, streets, water, building and code _enforcement are
continuously on alert for potential discharges. Furthermore, the city has enacted
operation clean sweep to remove abandoned vehicles from City Right of Way and
private property, to enhance code enforcement activities related to property
maintenance and debris removal, and to strengthen the penalties against illegal

dumping.
