	NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that a Public Hearing at which all interested persons will be heard, will be held before the Board of Supervisors of Riverside County, California on the 1st Floor, County Administrative Center, 4080 Lemon Street, Riverside, California on March 28, 2006, at 1:30 p.m. to consider adoption of Amendment No. 2 to the Homeland/Romoland Area Drainage Plan that would result in a change in the drainage fee from $5,911 per acre to $12,636 per acre for Line A Sub-Watershed and $5,923 per acre for Line B Sub-Watershed.  Please see attached map for area affected.  The recommended fee increase is due to a more detailed and optimized drainage system that better accommodates the latest land development patterns of the area as well as inflationary trends in construction and right of way cost.





	The Riverside County Flood Control and Water Conservation District (District) has tentatively found that the proposed project will have significant environmental effects and has completed a Final Environmental Impact Report.  The Board of Supervisors will consider whether or not to adopt the Final Environmental Impact Report along with the proposed project at this hearing.
